5.  Maximum paper length is two pages.

7.  Bibliography attached to the end. 
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Presentation

1.  Appeal:  Does you delivery of the speech make us believe you stance on the issue.  Did you persuade us to your side?

2.  Voice:  Did you speak clearly and loud enough for the audience to hear and understand you?

3.  Body:  Did you have good posture?  Did you make eye contact with the audience? 
4.  Note Card:  Need to be turned in at the end of the speech and should only be a bullet outline of you material.
5.  Time:  Minimum time limit is one minute.
